“We want to remind customers that there are steps they can take to help control
their summer energy use and the bill that results.”

To beat the heat and keep home energy costs down on warm days, Customers of Stoughton Utilities are
encouraged to:

e Limit indoor cooking to keep the temperature down

e Plant trees that will shade the home and block the sun’s heat.

e Clean or replace air cooling system filters regularly.

Businesses can “keep their cool” by:
e Setting an energy-saving “sleep mode” in computers and other equipment.
¢ Installing sensors or timers to automatically turn off lights.
e Scheduling yearly maintenance of HVAC equipment to ensure it runs efficiently.
