· Stoughton Utilities Water System Supervisor Roger Thorson stated that due to the early mild winter, we have not had any weather related issues.  He also stated he and his staff has been busy with our Automatic Meter Reading Project.  This project will save time for staff and assure accuracy of meter readings.
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· Stoughton Utilities Electric System Supervisor Craig Wood reported that staff responded to one trouble call over the weekend because of an animal chewing through an underground service.  Staff has been tree trimming in the northwest portion of the City over the past month.
