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Utilities Director and member of the WPPI Energy Executive Committee Robert Kardasz presented a plaque of recognition from WPPI Energy and Stoughton Utilities to Mayor Helen Johnson for her years of service and support of Public Power.

· There is four feet of frost in thee ground and we have experienced three waterman breaks to date.  With the weather conditions that they are, more waterman breaks are anticipated in the next few months.
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Stoughton Utilities Wastewater System Supervisor Brian Erickson stated the following:

· The 2009 field and treatment facility project designs are being finalized.

· A temperature of 29 degrees below zero was recorded last week.

Stoughton Utilities Office and Information Systems Supervisor Brian Hoops discussed the following:

· The 2008 audit fieldwork was completed last week.
· Staff is creating updated policies and procedures for collections.

Stoughton Utilities Operations Superintendent Sean Grady explained the following:

· There is a great deal of activity occurring in the remodeling project.  Painting is starting, electricians are pulling wire and installing conduit, the HVAC conduits are installed and awaiting the refrigerant piping, cabinets are being installed, and flooring is scheduled to be installed early next month.  The project is scheduled to be completed in April. 
· Efforts are proceeding on the central filing system.
· The electric, wastewater and water system studies are proceeding on schedule.
