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Energy – SU Shared Savings Program from the Stoughton Garden Center located at 1471 USH 51 West consisting of the installation of 71 lighting upgraded fixtures at a project cost is $16,581, minus a $2,596 Focus and Energy Rebate and a $1,913 Commitment To Community Contribution; yielding an advance payment of $12,072, which the customer will repay the advance payment in installments on the customer’s retail electric bill over 60 months at a 2% annual interest rate.
