Call To Order:  Mayor Donna Olson called the regular Stoughton Utilities Committee Meeting to order at 5:00 p.m.  

Stoughton Utilities Committee Consent Agenda: Stoughton Utilities Director Robert Kardasz presented and discussed the Stoughton Utilities Committee Meeting Consent Agenda Items.  Discussion Followed.  Mr. Kardasz explained that Mayor Donna Olson had corrected some language regarding the regular monthly meeting date in the Regular May 14, 2012 Stoughton Utilities Committee Minutes and that the minutes of the June 12, 2012 Special Stoughton Utilities Committee Meeting would be included in the July 16, 2012 Regular Stoughton Utilities Committee Meeting packet.  Discussion followed.  Motion by Alderperson Michael Engelberger, the motion seconded by Citizen Member David Erdman, to approve the following consent agenda items as presented:  Stoughton Utilities Payments Due List, Draft Minutes of the May 14, 2012 Regular Stoughton Utilities Committee Meeting, Stoughton Utilities April 2012 Financial Summaries, Stoughton Utilities April 2012 Statistical Information, Stoughton Utilities Communications, Stoughton Utilities Committee Annual Calendar, and the Stoughton Utilities May 2012 Activities Report.  The motion carried unanimously.

Status Of The Stoughton Utilities Committee Recommendation(s) To The Stoughton Common Council:  Alderperson Eric Hohol reported that on June 12, 2012, the Stoughton Common Council adopted the resolution recommended by the Stoughton Utilities Committee to waive the responsibilities of the Board of Public Works, authorize the emergency procurement of the wastewater treatment facility influent screw pumps, and initiate the bidding process for the installation of those pumps.
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Stoughton Utilities Wastewater Treatment Facility And Sanitary Sewer Collection System 2011 Compliance Maintenance Annual Report (CMAR):  Stoughton Utilities Director Robert presented and discussed the 2011 CMAR.  Discussion followed.  Motion by Alderperson Eric Hohol, the motion seconded by Citizen Member Jonathan Hajny, to approve the Stoughton Utilities CMAR and recommend its approval and the adoption of the corresponding resolution to the Stoughton Common Council on June 26, 2012.  The motion carried unanimously.

Mr. Kardasz explained that a proposal to fill the vacant Wastewater Operator I position will move forward to the Stoughton Utilities Committee on July 16, 2012.  Discussion followed.  Alderperson Eric Hohol requested a report for the July 16, 2012 Stoughton Utilities Committee Meeting on the estimated consulting services savings that were realized while the Engineering Technician II was employed at Stoughton Utilities.
