Call To Order:  Mayor Donna Olson called the regular Stoughton Utilities Committee Meeting to order at 5:00 p.m.  

Stoughton Utilities Committee Consent Agenda: Stoughton Utilities Director Robert Kardasz presented and discussed the Stoughton Utilities Committee Meeting Consent Agenda Items.  Discussion Followed. The motion carried unanimously.

Proposed Current Refunding Of The Stoughton Utilities 2003 Electric Bond Issue:  Stoughton Utilities Finance and Administrative Manager Kim Jennings and Stoughton Utilities Director Robert Kardasz presented and discussed the proposed current refunding of the Stoughton Utilities 2003 Electric Bond Issue.  Discussion followed.  Motion by Alderperson Michael Engelberger, the motion seconded by Alderperson Eric Hohol, that the Stoughton Utilities Committee set a special meeting for Tuesday, February 12, 2013 at 5:00 pm. to consider bids for refinancing of the 2003 Electric Revenue Bonds and recommend a bid to the Stoughton Common Council on February 12, 2013.  The motion carried unanimously.
Stoughton Utilities Certified Survey Map (CSM):  Stoughton Utilities Director Robert Kardasz presented and discussed that Stoughton Utilities staff has completed a CSM to retain Lot No. 1 consisting of 6.065 acres for a future electric substation and declare Lot No. 2 consisting of 10.680 acres as surplus.  Discussion followed.  Motion by Alderperson Eric Hohol, the motion seconded by Alderperson Elvin (Sonny) Swangstu, to approve the CSM and recommend it to the Stoughton Planning Commission and the Stoughton Common Council on February 11, 2013 and February 26, 2013 respectively.  The motion carried unanimously.

Tax Exempt Financing Resolution:  Stoughton Utilities Director Robert Kardasz presented and discussed that Congress is considering modifying or removing tax exempt status for municipalities and municipal utilities and the Municipal Electric Utilities of Wisconsin and WPPI Energy are encouraging adopting resolutions in support of retaining tax exempt financing at this time.  Discussion followed.  Motion by Alderperson Michael Engelberger, the motion seconded by Citizen Member David Erdman, to adopt and recommend the adoption of the attached resolution to the Stoughton Common Council on January 22, 2013.  The motion carried unanimously.

Streetlight Request::  Stoughton Utilities Director Robert Kardasz presented and discussed the request to install a streetlight at CTHB and Skyline Drive.  Discussion followed.  Motion by Alderperson Eric Hohol, the motion seconded by Citizen Member Jonathan Hajny, to ask the streetlight requester to contact Pleasant Springs Township with a request for the Township to 
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take formal action to fund the installation and operation of the requested streetlight and contact Stoughton Utilities of their decision; and if unsuccessful, consider the installation of private lighting.  The motion carried unanimously.  
Stoughton Utilities RoundUp Program:  Stoughton Utilities Director Robert Kardasz presented and discussed the Stoughton Utilities RoundUp Program.  Discussion followed.  Motion by Alderperson Eric Hohol, the motion seconded by Citizen Member David Erdman, to donate $1,100 from the Stoughton Utilities RoundUp Program to the American Legion Post 59.  The motion carried 6 t0 0 with Alderperson Elvin (Sonny) Swangstu abstaining.
